Bites around your face, neck and arms.
Bedbugs are not known to carry diseases,
but some people can experience allergic
reactions to the bites.

Spots of blood on your bedding

Small brown spots on your bedding or
furniture.

If you spot them, it's important to let us know
as quickly as possible so we can carry out

an effective treatment before the problem
spreads.
